Abgract : Objective  To study on the antibacterial activitiesof the ethanol extractsof Abruscantonien-
sis. Methods The cylinder plate method was used to determine antibacterial activities . Results The eth-
anol extracts has inhibition effect against E. coli and pseudomonas aeruginous , and it has no inhibition
effect against staphylococcus aurums and klebsielia pneumoniae. The inhibition effect of the ethanol ex-
tracts against pseudomonas aeruginous is the best, which was smilar to the solution of Tetracycline
Hydrochloride acid 0. 1mg - ml~* ,if 1 ml of the ethanol extracts was equated to 1g crude drugs Abrus can-
toniensis. Conclusion  The ethanol extracts of Abruscantoniensis have the antibacterial activity.
